Suffering Servant Songs part 4

Isaiah 52:13-53:11 (42:1-17; 49:1-7; 50:4-11)

52:13 Jesus used the phrase "lifted up" in John 12:32 and the crowd understood He meant crucified. He also used it in John 3:14 in reference to the Numbers 21:9 account. It is descriptive of being nailed to the cross beam on the ground and raised up and then lifted onto the post. The addition of "highly exalted" seems so out of place but did come to pass. See John 12:38-41 In verse 40 of John 12, John is quoting from Isaiah 6 that also uses the phrase “lifted up” which refers to YHWH in Isaiah 6:1 By putting these two passages together, John is insinuating that Isaiah knew the servant would be divine. 

14-15 Jesus was beaten into an unrecognizable mass. Sprinkling has to do with sanctification of things. The Old Testament rituals ordered sprinkling with blood. Exodus 29:21; Leviticus 4:1-7; Ezekiel 36:25  Kings represent the nations shocked at the beating of Messiah. Quoted in Romans 15:21

1 For arm see Isaiah 52:10 - He is the salvation of God.

2 Jesus was not some especially handsome prince. On the contrary, he was a rejected peasant in a subjugated culture. 

3 The rejection continues to this day, and how His heart aches. He surely suffered the common sufferings of man, losing a father, rejection by family. But then betrayal by His disciple and the others running, the crowds cry, "Crucify Him!" after all He had done for the people! John 1:10-11 Was Jesus referring to this verse in Mark 9:12?

4 Could the first readers understand that God would send His Lamb to take the place of the millions of lambs that were sacrificed at the altar? It seemed that even God forsook Him as He hung on the cross. Referred to in Matthew 8:14-17

5 In case we didn't understand that infirmities included transgressions and iniquities, it is clarified here. They pierced His hands and feet and side. Psalm 22:16 Our punishment was poured out on Jesus so we could have peace with God. Referred to in Matthew 8:17 and 1Peter 2:24.

6 Every human needs Jesus as every one of us has gone astray. All iniquity of all mankind was laid on Him on the cross. 2Corinthians 5:21

7 He did not resist being slaughtered because He was intentionally placing Himself there for us. John 1:29 Referred to in Acts 8:32-33

8 The oppressive religious system judged Him unfairly and it will judge many that follow Him unfairly as well. Those who looked on didn't even realize He was giving His life for their sins. Acts 3:14-18

9 The innocent Lamb of God was killed with criminals but unlike criminals was buried in a wealthy man's tomb. Matthew 27:57-60

10 The purpose for this unjust torture and death is a divine plan (Acts 2:23) to bring about God's will, making many righteous, taking away sins - substitutionary atonement. Though sacrificed, His days are prolonged - resurrection! God's will prospers in His hand! The church is formed. 1Corinthians 15:4

11 (Some texts "see light" in other words resurrection) He will be satisfied with the accomplishment of atoning for the sins of many (all who will receive). Jesus was not satisfied until He did the Father's will in atoning for our sins. Romans 5:15

12 The spoils of this victory (glory) are shared with the many who receive His work - because of His work on the cross. Jesus quoted part of this verse referring to Himself in Luke 22:37.
